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3 Instructions for use

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4 Components and functions

1 TIME

Turn this control to adjust the delay time of the effect.

2 REPEAT

Turn this control to set the number of echos.

3 LEVEL

Turn this control to adjust the mixing ratio of the delay signal and the original
signal.

4 DC 9V

Connection for the external power supply with 9 V DC. When an external power
supply is used, the battery supply is cut off automatically.

5 IN

1/4" standard instrument cable input.

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6 TRUE BYPASS

Foot switch for enabling or disabling the pedal function.

7 This LED lights when the effect pedal is used. When the LED is off or dim while the
effect pedal is used, the battery is exhausted and must be replaced.

8 OUT

Output jack. Using a standard ¼-inch instrument cable you can plug in another
pedal from this jack or plug into your amplifier.

Create all connections while the device is off. Use the shortest possible high-quality cables for
all connections. Take care when running the cables to prevent tripping hazards.

You can either use a 9 V battery or the DC 9 V connection for an external power supply. Before
connecting, check for correct polarity.

When you do not use the pedal unplug the instrument cable from the input jack. Otherwise,
the battery will be discharged.

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To insert or change the battery, disconnect a possibly used power adapter from the mains
socket. Turn the pedal over, press lightly on the battery compartment cover and slide it down-
wards in the direction of the arrow. Remove the back cover. Insert/replace the 9 V DC battery
paying attention to the polarity markings and place the cover again into its original position
until it locks.
