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4 Installation

Unpack and carefully check that there is no transportation damage before using the unit. Keep
the equipment packaging. To fully protect the device against vibration, dust and moisture
during transportation or storage use the original packaging or your own packaging material
suitable for transport or storage, respectively.

Use the openings provided on the two-
piece bracket for attaching.

The safety-rope must be attached to the bracket.

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5 Starting up

Create all connections while the device is off. Use the shortest possible high-quality cables for
all connections. Take care when running the cables to prevent tripping hazards.
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Connections in DMX mode Connect the DMX input of the device to the DMX output of a DMX controller or another DMX
device. Connect the output of the first DMX device to the input of the second one, and so on
to form a daisy chain. Always ensure that the output of the last DMX device in the daisy chain
is terminated with a resistor (110 Q, ¥4 W).

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Connections in master/slave
mode

When you configure a group of devices in master/slave mode, the first unit will control the
other units for an automatic, sound-activated, synchronized show. This function is ideal when
you want to start a show immediately. Connect the DMX output of the master device to the
DMX input of the first slave device. Then connect the DMX output of the first slave device to
the DMX input of the second slave device and so on.

7 Operating

7.1 Main menu

Enabling DMX operation

Press [MODE] to open the main menu. Use [UP] or [DOWN] to select the desired parameter or
to change the respectively displayed value. When the display shows the desired parameter or
value press [ENTER] to enter the respective submenu or to confirm a new value. To return to
the previous menu level without changes, press [MENU].

Press [MODE]. Press [UP] or [DOWN] repeatedly until the display shows ‘Personal’. Press
[ENTER]. Use [UP] or [DOWN] to select the submenu ‘Status’. Press [ENTER]. Use [UP] or [DOWN]
to select the submenu ‘Addr DMX’. Press [ENTER]. Use [UP] or [DOWN] to select between ‘On’
(DMX mode on) and ‘OFF’ (DMX mode off).

Confirm your selection with [ENTER]. Use [MODE] to return to the parent menu.

1" (2 channels) and ‘Mod 2’ (1 channel).

Confirm your selection with [ENTER]. Use [MODE] to return to the parent menu.

Press [MODE]. Press [UP] or [DOWN] repeatedly until the display shows ‘Function’. Press
[ENTER]. Use [UP] or [DOWN] to select the submenu ‘Addr’. Now you can set the number of the
first DMX channel to be used by the device (DMX address). Use [UP] or [DOWN] to select a
value between 1 and 512. Make sure that this number matches the configuration of your DMX
controller. This setting is only relevant when the device is controlled via DMX.

Confirm your selection with [ENTER]. Use [MODE] to return to the parent menu.

Press [MODE]. Press [UP] or [DOWN] repeatedly until the display shows ‘Function’. Press
[ENTER]. Use [UP] or [DOWN] to select the submenu ‘Value’. Press [ENTER]. Use [UP] or [DOWN]
to select the submenu ‘Free Ch’. The display shows the currently received DMX value.

Confirm your selection with [ENTER]. Use [MODE] to return to the parent menu.

Resetting to basic settings

Press [MODE]. Press [UP] or [DOWN] repeatedly until the display shows ‘Personal’. Press
[ENTER]. Use [UP] or [DOWN] to select the submenu ‘Status’. Press [ENTER]. Use [UP] or [DOWN]
to select the submenu ‘No DMX’. Press [ENTER]. Use [UP] or [DOWN] to select between ‘Hold’
(the last received DMX value will be retained if the DMX signal is missing), ‘Open’ (all values
will be set to 255 if the DMX signal is missing) and ‘Save’ (all values will be set to zero -
blackout if the DMX signal is missing).

Confirm your selection with [ENTER]. Use [MODE] to return to the parent menu.

Press [MODE]. Press [UP] or [DOWN] repeatedly until the display shows ‘Adjust’. Press [ENTER].
Use [UP] or [DOWN] to select the submenu Test’. Press [ENTER] twice. Use [UP] or [DOWN] to
adjust the brightness in a range of 0 % (display shows ‘000") to 100 % (display shows 255").
This setting is only relevant if the device is not controlled via DMX.

Confirm your selection with [ENTER]. Use [MODE] to return to the parent menu.

Press [MODE]. Press [UP] or [DOWN] repeatedly until the display shows ‘Personal’. Press
[ENTER]. Use [UP] or [DOWN] to select the submenu ‘Default’. Press [ENTER]. The device per-
forms a reset.

Confirm your selection with [ENTER]. Use [MODE] to return to the parent menu.

Press [MODE]. Press [UP] or [DOWN] repeatedly until the display shows ‘Info’. Press [ENTER]. Use
[UP] or [DOWN] to select the submenu ‘Time’. Press [ENTER]. Use [UP] or [DOWN] to select one
of the following submenus and confirm with [ENTER]:

B ‘Current’: Indicates the current operating hours

B Total’: Indicates the total operating hours

B ‘Clear’: Resets the current operating hours to zero

Confirm your selection with [ENTER]. Use [MODE] to return to the parent menu.
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Showing software version Press [MODE]. Press [UP] or [DOWN] repeatedly until the display shows ‘Info’. Press [ENTER]. Use
[UP] or [DOWN] to select the submenu ‘Product’. Press [ENTER]. The software version of the
device will now appear on the display.

Introduction

DMX connections

This chapter will help you select the right cables and plugs to connect your valuable equip-
ment so that a perfect light experience is guaranteed.

Please take our tips, because especially in ‘Sound & Light’ caution is indicated: Even if a plug
fits into a socket, the result of an incorrect connection may be a destroyed DMX controller, a
short circuit or ‘just’ a not working light show!

The unit offers a 3-pin XLR socket for DMX output and a 3-pin XLR plug for DMX input. Please
refer to the drawing and table below for the pin assignment of a suitable XLR plug.

Pin Configuration

1 Ground, shielding

2 Signal inverted (DMX-, ‘cold signal’)
3 Signal (DMX+, ‘hot signal’)

In the following we list a few common problems that may occur during operation. We give you
some suggestions for easy troubleshooting:
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Symptom

The unit does not work, no
light.

No response to the DMX con-
troller.

Remedy

Check the mains connection and the fuse.

1. Check the DMX ports and cables for proper connection.
2. Check the address settings and the DMX polarity.
3. Try using another DMX controller.

4. Check to see if the DMX cables run near or alongside to
high voltage cables that may cause damage or interfer-
ence to DMX interface circuits.

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11 Cleaning

Optical lenses Clean the optical lenses, that are accessible from the outside, regularly in order to optimize the
light output. The frequency of cleaning depends on the operating environment: wet, smoky or

particularly dirty surroundings can cause more accumulation of dirt on the optics of the
device.

B Clean with a soft cloth using our lamp and lens cleaner (item no. 280122).
B Always dry the parts carefully.
